Some overall objectives of the outreach workshop are to: assist producers and landowners with 
understanding the importance of decision-making and risk reduction associated with agriculture 
production; improve the sustainability of the producer’s farming operation through the utilization 
of appropriate USDA programs and resources; and to assist in the evaluation, planning and 
implementation of sound science-based conservation practices designed to protect natural 
resources, thereby improving the overall economics of the farming operations. Some of the most 
commonly planned and applied conservation practices are: Invasive Species Control, Prescribed 
Burning, Tree Planting, Fencing and Watering Facilities for Livestock, Erosion Control 
Measures, Seasonal High Tunnels and many other Conservation Practices designed to improve 
water quality, soil health and wildlife habitat.
